All ground floor rooms are wheelchair accessible including 
one modified toilet space. A steeper ramp is available on the side entrance 
on Hope Street. 
 
A T-loop hearing system is permanently installed in the Chapel and a 
portable T-loop device is available for use in the community rooms.  
 



Overall accessibility= yes 
 
Hope Baptist Church has a wheelchair accessible toilet and baby changing 
facilities. It does not have its own café.  
 
Parking: there is no parking on Hope Street or New Road, but Hope Baptist 
Church is close to on-street meter parking on Cheetham Street, or pay-
and-display car parks.
